2012 FIRST ANNUAL PROFESSIONAL CHILD ABUSE ADVOCATE AWARD
NOMINEE CRITERIA
· The nominee must be an active and current member of a New Jersey MDT/CAC or a member of an active partner agency of a New Jersey MDT.

· The action or contributions of the nominee must have taken place in 2011.
· Nominations will not be accepted from relatives or friends; nor will self-nominations be accepted.
· The nominee must meet one of the following criteria: 

1. Was actively involved in aiding and supporting families and/or children who were abuse victims

2. Developed new policies or practices that significantly improved the safety and protection of children from abuse or victimization. 
3. Made a significant impact on the lives of children and their families within their community.

4. Significantly improved public awareness of the problems associated with abused children. 

5. Demonstrated significant leadership in protecting children while forging positive relationships with local partner agencies and/or organizations and/or initiatives  

PROCESS 

· All nominations must be received by NJMDTCA by February 15, 2012. Late or incomplete applications will not be accepted. 

· Completed applications should be sent to Rosalie Jones via email at Rjones@ccprosecutor.org
· Confirmation of receipt will be sent by E-mail to nominator.

· NJMDTCA/NJCA will identify a panel of peers to review the nominations.

· This review panel will rank the nominees and provide their scores to NJMDTCA/NJCA for final review. 

· Final selection of the awards winner will be the sole responsibility of NJMDTCA/NJCA Training Committee

· The award winners will be notified by NJMDTCA/NJCA. 

· NJMDTCA/NJCA will send a formal announcement of the selected nominee and all persons who made a nomination. It will be the responsibility of the nominators to forward this information to their respective nominee.
