Victor Vieth serves as the Director of the National Child Protection Training Center (NCPTC), a 

state of the art training complex located on the campus of Winona State University. NCPTC staff pro-

vides intensive instruction for undergraduate students and current professionals in the field on how to 

better recognize, react, and respond to children who are being abused. Victor graduated magna cum 

laude from WSU and earned his Juris Doc-tor from Hamline University School of Law (HUSL).
